(978) 443-2202 Mailbox #4 to get a pre-registration form. Pre-registration is required for the parade.  Forms must be returned by September 15 to the address stated on the form.  GSRNE Rescue dogs registered for rescue parade will receive gsrne medallions. 

About German Shepherd Rescue of New England, Inc. (GSRNE)
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GSRNE is an all volunteer, 501(c)(3) charitable organization dedicated to providing veterinary care, evaluation, and adoptive homes for the countless numbers of German Shepherd Dogs in the six New England states who are abandoned, mistreated, neglected, or left in shelters to await uncertain fate.  

Each dog applying to our program is evaluated for temperament and behavioral information.  All accepted dogs are spayed or neutered, updated on vaccinations, and receive essential medical care. Then the dogs are placed into GSRNE foster homes while they await new homes. Finally, each dog is carefully placed in a loving home with a family that matches that dog’s temperament, activity level and needs.

In addition to services provided in placing healthy GSDs, GSRNE provides care for senior and special needs dogs and places them into appropriate companion homes.  GSRNE also maintains a Working Dog Program to assist in placing those GSDs whose drive and temperament make them more suited for a job than a companion type home.

Countless other GSDs have been assisted by counseling and referrals to trainers, veterinarians, and programs to help them remain in their current homes.

GSRNE relies on membership dues, donations, and fund raising events to support all rescue related activities.  GSNRE has a 501 (c)(3) designation with the Internal Revenue Service and all donations are tax deductible as allowed by law.

· No more than two dogs per person.

· Please leave aggressive dogs or dogs in heat safely at home. We reserve the right to turn dogs away.

· Please pick up after your dog!  Water and baggies will be provided on the walk route and at the main area.

· Please do not leave any dogs in cars or in crates unattended  
Directions:







From Rt. 128: Take Rt. 128 to Rt. 95 South.  Take Exit 10 (Coney St.). Take a left at end of ramp and follow this road 2.4 miles to traffic lights in Sharon Center. Go straight through this intersection and immediately bear right onto Pond St. Stay on Pond St. for 0.9 miles until you come to a traffic rotary. Go half-way around rotary and continue onto Massapoag Ave for 3.6 miles to Borderland State Park, entrance on left. 

From Rt. 495: Take Rt. 495 to Exit 10 (Rt.123). From 495 Southbound, bear left at end of ramp. From 495 Northbound bear right at end of ramp. Follow Rt.123 east toward Easton for 3.2 miles. Turn right when Rt.123 joins Rt. 106 and follow for 0.6 miles. Turn left at Poquanticut Ave. Proceed 0.2 miles and bear left at fork in road. Proceed 1.2 miles and turn left at Massapoag St. Go 2.1 miles to Borderland Park entrance on right. 

Parking $2.00 – EXACT CHANGE – At the main parking area, you put $2.00 in a ‘box’ and receive a receipt that you display on your dashboard.
