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We took Christy in and in the ensuing months, she was allowed to just "be a dog" along with several other dogs that her foster mother owned. Over time, Christy slowly recovered and began to interact with her foster mom and eventually even with other people sometimes.  She continued to bloom.


On the adoption side of GSRNE's work, we knew that this dog needed a special home and a special person. Not many people are interested in a sweet, but very timid dog, and we knew that Christy had to be adopted by a kind, gentle person who would take time to get to know Christy to appreciate all her wonderful characteristics.  


Out of the blue one day, Laurie Ryan called GSRNE, interested in adopting a dog. After Laurie was approved to adopt, we talked about her past dogs and what she was interested in, and then we discussed available dogs. She immediately mentioned Christy and some other dogs on our website and since they seemed like a good match, we set-up an appointment for them to meet. 
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As soon as they met, we all knew that it was destiny - Laurie was the PERFECT person for Christy, and Christy was just the right dog for Laurie! And with that, Christy became #GSRNE-115.  Christy and Laurie became an immediate team, and the best of friends. Christy learned how to be truly loved by a special human, and Laurie found a wonderful companion to love again. 


P.S. We do have a very sad postscript to this story: Laurie lost her beloved Christy girl to kidney failure recently, after only 2 short years together.  The news saddened us all - Laurie and Christy were so good together and Christy had endured so much-this just didn't seem fair at all. We hope that someday, Laurie will be able to think about Christy with a smile on her face as she remembers the wonderful times they shared together in those years. We know that we won't forget it.
